Feel the stirring of something bigger than you as you arrive
in Ayers Rock Resort, your launchpad to Australia's fiery heart in the
Uluru-Kata Tjuta National Park. Travelling to Uluru as the day fades,
the outback sun bids a fiery farewell. This is the perfect backdrop for
sparkling sundowners while overlooking Uluru.
